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The Big Plastic Count Results Are In!
A number of St Mary's members took part in the Big
Plastic Count in March.  The results make sobering
reading: UK households throw away an estimated 82
billion pieces of plastic packaging every year!  Most
is NOT recycled.  Over half of it is burned, right here in
the UK, adding to atmospheric pollution.  A
staggering 82% of UK household plastic waste
comes from food and drink packaging. 

What should I do?  AVOID SINGLE USE or SHORT LIVED
plastic.  Choose unwrapped fruit and vegetables
wherever possible and let the retailer know 
why you are making that choice.  If they 
only have wrapped items, don't surrender
your principles - go to another shop!
